there and they come and say “thank 
you so much…” and they give me 
some money.  Somebody gave me 
£40 yesterday in the morning and 
some have been doing that and as 
I tell you I have £1000!

That’s amazing!

Yea!

So, where would you like to be placed 
and what would you like to achieve?

As a priest?  You see, at the moment 
it is not very clear but at least they 
informed me that they want me to 
go for studies.  So, from here I am 
sure that I am going to do some 
studies for two years in Canada, 
unless if  they change, but that is 
the plan.  After the two years, I 
can’t tell.  I can’t tell where they’ll 
ask me to go.

But, for now, your sister, she’s in 
Kenya and she will be organising 
the wee house?

My sister is not in Kenya at 

the moment, she stays in the 
neighbouring country, Uganda, 
because that’s where she has 
studied and she is still looking for 
a job, she is not employed.  She 
graduated 2020 as a teacher, as 
a high school teacher.  In Africa, 
it is one thing to graduate and 
another thing to work.  But she is 
still waiting.  She stays in Uganda.  
But I have an uncle, and all these 
people I am mentioning, they are 
trying to get a visa to come over.  
I have another uncle who is in 
Kenya who is working with the 
issue of  getting that piece of  land.  
He is the one who, when I was 
constructing my small house, he is 
the one I used, he is the one who I 
was giving the little money I had 
and he got practically everything.  
So I asked him, you see, about 
a small piece of  land, and he is 
already working on it.

in convincing many vulnerable, 
heartbroken couples that having 
their sick baby poisoned or 
dismembered in the womb is more 
loving than allowing the child to 
live and die naturally.
Such was the case with a Kentucky 
couple that CNN recently 
interviewed. Heather and Nick 
Maberry, of  Stanton, blasted their 
home state for its elective abortion 
ban, claiming the law prevented 
them from holding their baby girl, 
Willow Rose.
“Please keep our little bean in 
your prayers as we wait for 
our first doctor appointment,” 
Heather wrote on Facebook in 
December, sharing the news of  
their pregnancy with family and 
friends. “Everything seems to be 
going good so far. The girls and 
us are so excited.”

AnencephalyAnencephaly
In April, however, at five months 
of  pregnancy, Willow was 
diagnosed with anencephaly, a 
fatal condition in which the baby’s 
brain and skull do not develop 
properly, according to the report. 
Doctors told the Maberrys that 
their daughter would die in the 
womb or soon after birth.
“Please keep Nick, me, and our 
girls in your prayers,” Heather 
wrote on Facebook, sharing an 
ultrasound image of  Willow. “We 
just received the worst news about 
our baby girl. This is our baby 
girl, Willow Rose. We love you so 
very much!!!”
Soon, Heather decided that she 
wanted an abortion. She told CNN 
that she had high blood pressure 

and hyperemesis, and did not want 
to continue the pregnancy if  her 
baby girl was going to die anyway.
But Kentucky law protects unborn 
babies from being killed in elective 
abortions, so the Maberrys 
traveled to Chicago instead.

The worst pain everThe worst pain ever
According to CNN:
Since Kentucky Medicaid wouldn’t 
cover the procedure, the Maberrys 
sought help from organizations 
that support abortion and from 
family and friends, but they still 
couldn’t raise enough for an 
induction.
A clinic in Chicago agreed to 
do a surgical procedure called a 
dilation and evacuation for free, 
and organizations that support 
abortion rights paid for their 
travel expenses, Heather said.
She said the procedure was “a 
nightmare” and “the worst pain 
ever” – much more painful than 
giving birth to her daughters.

A dismemberment abortionA dismemberment abortion
It also was a nightmare for their 
unborn daughter, although the 
Maberrys probably were not told 
that. A dilation and evacuation 
also is known as a dismemberment 
abortion, a procedure in which the 
abortionist dilates the woman’s 
cervix and then uses steel 
instruments to pull the baby’s 
body apart, limb by limb, while 
his/her heart is still beating.
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Most families are not informed 
about the gruesome, violent 
reality of  abortion.
And because Willow’s body was 
dismembered, the Maberrys did 
not have the chance to hold her 
and say goodbye, as they wanted 
to.
In the CNN interview, the family 
lashed out against the Kentucky 
pro-life law, blaming it for 
preventing them from holding 
their daughter.
“We’ll never know what her face 
looked like. We’ll never know what 
it was like to hold her in our arms,” 
Heather said. “We’re grieving 
someone that we’ve never seen.”

Deserved betterDeserved better
But it was abortion activists’ 
lies, not pro-life laws, and the 
Maberrys’ own choice to seek 
an abortion that kept them from 
holding their daughter.
It is clear that they loved and 
valued Willow. Their desire to 
hold her and their grief  and anger 
over her death demonstrate that. 
But, in their heartbreak over the 
diagnosis, they were vulnerable to 
the pervasive lies about abortion.
Frequently, families say doctors 
and genetic counselors pressure 
mothers to have abortions after 
their unborn baby is diagnosed 
with a medical condition. Often, 
the child’s condition is presented 
in the worst terms and families are 
not informed about resources, such 
as perinatal hospice and support 
groups, to help grieving families. 
Perinatal hospice would have 
helped the Maberrys fulfill their 
desire to hold their daughter. The 

program provides grief  support 
and planning services to families 
of  babies diagnosed with fatal 
disabilities, working with hospital 
staff  to prepare for the baby’s birth 
and death, as well as arranging for 
photographs and other mementos 
of  the baby, funeral arrangements 
and more.
Instead of  being offered these 
life-affirming options, too many 
families are told that having their 
unborn baby killed in an abortion 
is the only compassionate thing to 
do.
It is this pro-abortion mindset, 
not pro-life laws, that is damaging 
families like the Maberrys. They 
and their daughter deserved 
better.

How often must I forgive him?How often must I forgive him?

While at Mass last week, the 
following Scripture was read: 
Matthew 18:21-35:
Peter approached Jesus and asked 
him, "Lord, if my brother sins against 
me, how often must I forgive him? 
As many as seven times?"
Jesus answered, "I say to you, 
not seven times but seventy-seven 
times.
That is why the Kingdom of heaven 
may be likened to a king who 
decided to settle accounts with his 
servants.
When he began the accounting, 
a debtor was brought before him 
who owed him a huge amount.
Since he had no way of paying it 
back, his master ordered him to 
be sold, along with his wife, his 
children, and all his property, in 
payment of the debt.
At that, the servant fell down, did 
him homage, and said, 'Be patient 
with me, and I will pay you back 
in full.'
Moved with compassion, the 
master of that servant let him go 
and forgave him the loan.  When 
that servant had left, he found one 
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I witnessed the hurt caused by 
unforgiveness.

We don't talk anymore!We don't talk anymore!
For the first time in over twenty 
years I met up with a lot of  old 
friends on the passing of  a dear 
friend.  Over the years, people 
changed and I asked one man if  
he was his brother as they looked 
alike and it was an easy mistake 
to make after all that time.  There 
was a look of  horror on his face. 
He said 'No, no, no! Don't call me 
that.  We don't talk anymore!' 
Immediately, in my shock I said 'Oh 
no!  But why?'  Then I immediately 
retracted my question as I realised 
I had no need to pry.  However, 
he blurted out the story anyway 
of  how he was left to care for his 
father when he became ill and had 
no help from his brother, so they 
fell out over it.

Holding on to all this painHolding on to all this pain
It immediately hit me how much 
hurt he was carrying.  He cared 
for his father until he died but had 
also lost his brother, holding on 
to all this pain of  unforgiveness 
in the process.  His brother also 
turned up that evening but, within 
the same room, they avoided each 
other and talked to everyone else, 
carefully avoiding each other.  It 
was very sad to see. 
They still had the same friends but 
couldn't reconcile with each other. 
I pray now for their reconciliation 
and that Jesus will heal the hurt 
that has caused this division.  I 
know there are many more families 
that have similar feuds that can 
last throughout their lifetime.

Heroic actsHeroic acts
It made me also think about some 
heroic acts of  forgiveness, like 
mothers who have the strength to 
forgive their children's murderers. 
Also the well documented one of  
Saint Pope John Paul II, forgiving 
his would-be assassin. 
Following the shooting, Pope 
John Paul II asked people to "pray 
for my brother... whom I have 
sincerely forgiven."
In 1983, Saint John Paul visited 
him in prison. He was pardoned in 
June 2000 at the pope's request but 
spent a further ten years in jail in 
Turkey on other charges.  In 2007 
he converted to Christianity while 
in prison and visited Saint John 
Paul's tomb to lay flowers in 2014.

A decision of  the heartA decision of  the heart
John Paul said  "Forgiveness is 
above all a personal choice, a 
decision of  the heart to go against 
the natural instinct to pay back 
evil with evil."
"So if you are offering your gift at 
the altar and there remember that 
your brother has something against 
you, leave your gift there before the 
altar and go first and be reconciled 
to your brother and then come and 
offer your gift. " Matthew 5:23-24

Perhaps if  we search hard within 
ourselves, there may be someone 
who has hurt us and maybe we 
think we have forgiven them 
but, if  we still think of  them in 
a negative way and hurt surfaces 
again, perhaps there is still some 
unforgiveness there.
There is a quote by Lewis B. 
Swedes that rings true "To forgive 
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is to set a prisoner free and discover 
that the prisoner was you."

Let us then ask Jesus to show us 
how to truly forgive from our 
hearts.
As Saint Paul says in his letter to 
the Colossians 3:12-13:  "Put on 
then, as God's chosen ones, holy 

and beloved, compassionate hearts, 
kindness, humility, meekness and 
patience, bearing with one another 
and, if one has a complaint against 
another, forgiving each other; as the 
Lord has forgiven you, so you also 
must forgive."
