In the days following the purchase 
of  the House in Cosio, the Patricks 
had gone over with a few workers 
to begin getting the House ready.  
One Sunday, after Mass, one of  
the neighbours, Alfredo, invited 
them to his house to see the chapel 
in it which had been there from 
the time of  Saint Teresa of  Avila 
in the sixteenth century.  While 
there, they noticed that the alcoves 
were missing the statues on this 
beautiful, highly decorated altar.  
When they asked why there were 
missing, Alfredo told them that 
the statues had been there up 
until the Spanish civil war (1936-
1939) when the communists 
took over the town.  They were 
shocked by this.  Alfredo further 
told them that the house that had 
become the headquarters of  the 
communists, was the house that 
Jesus had purchased!  He said that 

the statues, in that time of  great 
turmoil, had been forcibly taken to 
that house and burned in it.
When the group began to 
renovate the House, they had to 
replace all the floors and, at one 
stage, there was only the ground 
floor left.  They could see straight 
up to the roof.  They noticed one 
of  the walls, which had been a 
barn at one time, had great burn 
marks.  There was no fire place 
or anything else there that could 
have been responsible for these 
marks.  However the marks looked 
as though they had been contained 
in some way which led them to 
believe that something had been 
burned there.
As far as we know, the statues from 
that period of  time were possibly 
made of  wood so we realised that 
Jesus had reclaimed this House for 
His own!
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As it standsAs it stands
Soledad has been used for a number 
of  years during the pilgrimages to 
Garabandal.  However, for the last 
few years, we have not been able 
to go to Garabandal due to the 
restrictions that covid brought.  
When we were last there, the roof  
had been done.  While the windows 
were also done, they are wooden 
and may well need replaced.  We 
will not be able to assess this until 
we go over there.
There is also a shed at the back 
of  the House of  Prayer that we 
have been trying to purchase.  The 
shed costs €30,000.  We have this 
money set aside from a previous 
appeal for this, however things are 
very slow in Spain so this purchase 
is in working progress.

Jesus' PlansJesus' Plans
About this House of  Prayer, and 
only this House of  Prayer, Jesus 
talked to the Patricks about a plan 
'A'.  This was to knock down walls, 
build a new toilet etc, etc.
Then He talked about a plan 'B'.  
This was to continue with the 

work already set but to make the 
House bigger than plan A.
The new shed we are trying to 
acquire is Plan 'C', and again this 
is to make the House bigger.  This 
is the only House where Jesus has 
talked about a plan 'A', 'B' and 'C'.
Work that we know needs doneWork that we know needs done
-Some floors need to be finished in 
this House.  
-We also need to hang doors inside 
the House as there are currently 
only curtains being used as doors.
-The House needs furniture.
-There is a second bathroom to be 
finished.
-As plan 'C' opens up, there will be 
a new kitchen needed.
-Electrics have to be finished
-There is also plumbing to be 
finished.
Whatever happens with this shed, 
please say a prayer for this because 
the Spanish can be very slow.

Wisdom
John Paul II

117. In the heart of  every 
Christian, in the inmost depths 
of  each person, there is always an 
echo of  the question which the 
young man in the Gospel once 
asked Jesus: "Teacher, what good 
must I do to have eternal life?" (Mt 
19:16). Everyone, however, needs to 
address this question to the "Good 
Teacher", since he is the only one 
who can answer in the fullness of  
truth, in all situations, in the most 
varied of  circumstances. And when 
Christians ask him the question 
which rises from their conscience, 
the Lord replies in the words of  
the New Covenant which have 
been entrusted to his Church. As 
the Apostle Paul said of  himself, 
we have been sent "to preach the 
Gospel, and not with eloquent 
wisdom, lest the Cross of  Christ 

be emptied of  its power" (1 Cor 1: 
17). The Church's answer to man's 
question contains the wisdom and 
power of  Christ Crucified, the 
Truth which gives of  itself.
When people ask the Church 
the questions raised by their 
consciences, when the faithful in 
the Church turn to their Bishops 
and Pastors, the Church's reply 
contains the voice of  Jesus Christ, 
the voice of  the truth about good 
and evil. In the words spoken by 
the Church there resounds, in 
people's inmost being, the voice of  
God who "alone is good" (cf. Mt 
19:17), who alone "is love" (1 Jn 
4:8,16).
Through the anointing of  the 
Spirit this gentle but challenging 
word becomes light and life for 
man. Again the Apostle Paul 
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invites us to have confidence, 
because "our competence is from 
God, who has made us competent 
to be ministers of  a new covenant, 
not in a written code but in the 
Spirit... The Lord is the Spirit, 
and where the Spirit of  the Lord 
is, there is freedom. And all of  
us, with unveiled faces, reflecting 
the glory of  the Lord, are being 
changed into his likeness from one 
degree of  glory to another; for this 
comes from the Lord, the Spirit" (2 
Cor 3:5-6,17-18).

ConclusionConclusion
Mary, Mother of  MercyMary, Mother of  Mercy
118. At the end of  these 
considerations, let us entrust 
ourselves, the sufferings and the 
joys of  our life, the moral life of  
believers and people of  good will, 
and the research of  moralists, to 
Mary, Mother of  God and Mother 
of  Mercy.
Mary is Mother of  Mercy because 
her Son, Jesus Christ, was sent 
by the Father as the revelation 
of  God's mercy (cf. Jn 3:16-18). 
Christ came not to condemn but 
to forgive, to show mercy (cf. Mt 
9:13). And the greatest mercy of  
all is found in his being in our 
midst and calling us to meet him 
and to confess, with Peter, that he 
is "the Son of  the living God" (Mt 
16:16). No human sin can erase 
the mercy of  God, or prevent 
him from unleashing all his 
triumphant power, if  we only call 
upon him. Indeed, sin itself  makes 
even more radiant the love of  the 
Father who, in order to ransom a 
slave, sacrificed his Son: his mercy 
towards us is Redemption. This 

mercy reaches its fullness in the 
gift of  the Spirit who bestows new 
life and demands that it be lived. 
No matter how many and great the 
obstacles put in his way by human 
frailty and sin, the Spirit, who 
renews the face of  the earth (cf. Ps 
104:30), makes possible the miracle 
of  the perfect accomplishment 
of  the good. This renewal, which 
gives the ability to do what is 
good, noble, beautiful, pleasing to 
God and in conformity with his 
will, is in some way the flowering 
of  the gift of  mercy, which offers 
liberation from the slavery of  evil 
and gives the strength to sin no 
more. Through the gift of  new life, 
Jesus makes us sharers in his love 
and leads us to the Father in the 
Spirit.

THE PLIGHT OF DETRANSITIONERSTHE PLIGHT OF DETRANSITIONERS
A dramatic riseA dramatic rise

In the last decade, in every English-
speaking country, there has been 
a dramatic rise in adolescents 
believing they are trangender 
and desiring cosmetic medical 
and surgical interventions.  The 
UK NHS referral data shows 
a 4000% increase in paediatric 
gender service referrals!  “Gender 
dysphoria” was once a very rare 
diagnosis for mostly males and 
is now commonly diagnosed in 
teenage girls.

Helena KerchnerHelena Kerchner
When Helena Kerchner was fifteen 
years old, she was introduced to 
gender ideology on “Tumblr” and 
began to call herself  nonbinary.  
She went further down the rabbit 
hole over the next few years.  
When she was eighteen, she saw 
herself  as a “trans man”, and 
made an appointment at Planned 
Parenthood to begin a testosterone 
regimen.  She continued 
testosterone for a year and a half.  
It had an extreme negative effect 
on her mental health and, when 
she was nineteen, she admitted 
to herself  that it had been a 
disaster.  She stopped testosterone 
and began to get her life back on 
track.  It wasn’t easy, the whole 
experience seriously derailed her 

life.  Helena is one of  the lucky 
ones.  

Sinead WatsonSinead Watson
Other detransitioners, like 
Sinead Watson, have been left 
with more irreversible damage.  
Sinead hated her body after being 
sexually abused and, in an effort to 
escape from it, she began taking 
testosterone and had a double 
mastectomy.  After surgery, she 
realised that she was no happier, 
transition was not actually the 
solution to her problems.  With 
the help of  therapy she has been 
able to live with the pain of  being 
sexually abused.  However, after 
taking testosterone for four years, 
her voice sounds male and she 
needs to shave daily but because 
her skin is so sensitive, she can 
only shave every other day.  
Her hairline has receded.  The 
effects of  four years of  being on 
testosterone are irreversible.  If  
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she doesn’t make an effort to do 
herself  up girly, strangers mistake 
her for a male and ask her why she 
is in the female toilets.  She finds 
it tiresome having to share her 
life story with every single person 
who asks.  
Sinead puts herself  out there on 
social media to help others and 
warn them not to follow in her 
footsteps - by taking hormones 
and going through surgery.  She 
is inundated on a daily basis with 
worried parents whose children 
are wanting to change their sex 
and, even more so, with depressed 
young people who regret their 
attempts to transition.  The 
weight of  hearing so much pain 
and heartache from so many 
young people often takes its toll 
on Sinead’s mental health.

Richie HeronRichie Heron
Richie Heron went through the 
complete surgical procedure to 
transition his body from male to 
female.  He was mutilated.  He can 
no longer urinate without pain.  
It takes him ten minutes to try 
to empty his bladder, then leaks 
every where and has to change his 
clothes.  His once young, healthy 
body is now infertile, incontinent 
and with ongoing pain.  No one 
told him about any of  these risks 
before surgery.  He said he has no 
feeling down below, you could stab 
him and he wouldn’t feel it.  He has 
been left numb, both physically 
and mentally.  He is currently 
suing the NHS.

KC MillerKC Miller
KC Miller went bald after taking 
testosterone for over four years.  

She is now twenty years old and 
trying to figure out how to live as 
a woman.

Chloe ColeChloe Cole
Chloe Cole started taking 
testosterone at the age of  thirteen 
and had a double mastectomy 
aged fifteen.  She is now suing the 
“experts” who told her parents 
that if  she did not receive this 
gender reassignment that she 
would probably commit suicide!  
Of  course there is no data to prove 
such a notion.  It turned out that 
Chloe had been misdiagnosed with 
ADHD.  She actually had Autism 
and this was the reason for her 
social anxieties, why she felt that 
she didn’t fit in and when a boy 
groped her in class, it had a huge 
detrimental effect on her.  An 
accumulation of  social problems 
and anxieties led her to believe 
that if  she turned into a boy, her 
problems would be resolved.  Her 
parents supported her in this 
decision because they trusted the 
"experts."
When Chloe began to study 
psychology, she learned of  the 
bond between mother and child by 
breast feeding, how those children 
flourished in every way.  Chloe 
said she felt like a monster because 
she would never be able to have 
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that bonding experience with her 
children.  She regrets trying to 
switch gender and is very vocal in 
trying to stop other kids becoming 
victims of  this child abuse.

IrreversibleIrreversible
With the rise in “affirmations,” 
there are more and more young 
people who come to the realisation, 
too late, that the fantasy of  
transitioning is not actually as 
good as what they had envisaged.
The biggest problem of  all is 
if  a child tells a teacher “I think 
I would like to change gender,” 
the child is immediately affirmed, 
other mental health issues are 
not considered and all focus is 
put on that child to go down the 
irreversible path of  hormones and 
surgery in an impossible task of  
trying to change sex.  
Most kids who desire this change 
are hurting in some way, they may 
have family problems, they may 
be on the spectrum, they may be 
depressed, they may have been 

sexually abused.  But none of  
this is investigated the moment 
they mention they want to change 
their gender.  Instead, they are 
rushed along a path of  permanent 
damage.  
It is baffling that there are age 
restrictions on children smoking, 
drinking alcohol, getting a tattoo 
but none to prevent them trying 
to change their sex.  If  they were 
left alone during the rough years 
of  puberty, there is sufficient 
evidence that shows the vast 
majority would eventually settle 
and learn to love their own bodies.
Sadly anyone who opposes 
this destruction to children, 
are regarded as transphobic, 
disregarded and cast out of  their 
jobs.
And so, a future of  damaged, 
butchered, mutilated, incontinent, 
dysfunctional, infertile kids can 
only increase.  What these children 
really need, is Jesus and the Truth.

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Burden on othersBurden on others
Doctors often find it problematic to 
accurately predict how much time 
someone with a terminal illness 
has left to live.  A study conducted 
by the Marie Curie Palliative 
Care Research Department at 
University College London, in 
2016, found that the accuracy of  
prognoses for terminal illness can 
vary widely, ranging from 78% to 
just 23%.
Any change to the existing laws 
will place pressure on vulnerable 
people to end their lives as they 
may fear being a financial or care 
burden on others. This pressure 
will be all the more increased 
in this time of  cost-of-living 
pressures and many families facing 
economic pressures. Any change to 
the existing law will also change 
the relationship between doctors 
and patients as doctors will not 
always be seeking to preserve life.

Other forms of  sufferingOther forms of  suffering
The current law serves as a 
strong deterrent to exploitation 
and abuse. The experience of  
other countries where assisted 
suicide has been legalised is that 
safeguards quickly deteriorate. 
The definition of  ‘terminal illness’, 
for example, continually expands 
to cover illnesses that are not

Pressurised suicidePressurised suicide

Assisted suicide and euthanasia 
has repeatedly been introduced 
as amendments to bills in the UK 
over the last ten years but, thank 
God, have also repeatedly been 
defeated.
Currently, a consultation is being 
held by the Health and Social 
Care Committee on the public’s 
views of  Euthanasia.  If  the UK 
introduces assisted suicide, it 
could lead to a very slippery slope, 
with many vulnerable people 
feeling pressured to end their lives 
prematurely.  In Canada and the 
Netherlands, people have been 
seeking euthanasia for disability, 
poverty, depression, alcoholism, 
and even autism - it doesn't take 
long for assisted suicide to turn 
into pressurised suicide.

Doctors are being bulliedDoctors are being bullied
Many in the medical profession 
are firmly against assisted suicide. 
In 2019, in Canada, an Ontario 
Court of  appeal ruled that doctors 
who oppose euthanasia must still 
do referrals, which violates the 
doctors’ freedom of  conscience. 
The Physicians’ Alliance Against 
Euthanasia in Canada also stated 
in 2020 that an increasing number 
of  doctors are being bullied into 
participating in the provisions.
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normally considered terminal, and 
with which patients can live for 
many years.  Evidence sadly shows 
that in Canada people are seeking 
euthanasia because of  credit card 
debt, poor housing or difficulty 
obtaining medical care. While 
they do have a medical condition, 
the underlying reason is actually 
from other forms of  suffering.

Offered euthanasiaOffered euthanasia
Once a ‘right to die’ is established, 
the limits on who has this ‘right’ 
are persistently extended with 
activists applying pressure to 
expand the categories of  people 
who will qualify.  The lives of  
vulnerable people are quickly 
devalued.  This has been evident in 
Canada where a veteran who asked 
for a ramp for her wheelchair was 
asked if  she would like to apply 
for euthanasia. Christine Gauthier, 
who competed for Canada at the 
2016 Rio de Janeiro Paralympics 
and the Invictus Games that same 
year, told the House of  Commons 
veterans committee that she was 
offered help to commit suicide 
when she was trying to acquire a 
wheelchair ramp from Veterans 
Affairs Canada (VAC).  In another 
case in Canada, a soldier seeking 
help with PTSD was also offered 
euthanasia.

Increased prejudiceIncreased prejudice
The vast majority of  UK doctors 
and all major disability groups in 
the UK are also opposed to any 
change in the law because they 
believe it will lead to increased 
prejudice against people with 
disabilities and pressure on them 
to end their lives.

One of  the greatest reasons for 
concern is the sheer scale of  
Canada’s euthanasia regime. Both 
California and Canada legalised 
medically assisted death the same 
year, 2016, and it has about the 
same population, just under forty 
million. In 2021 in California, 
486 people died using the state’s 
assisted suicide program compared 
to 10,064 people in Canada.
Dr MacDonald CEO of  Care Not 
Killing said:
“The current laws on assisted 
suicide and euthanasia exist to 
protect those who are sick, elderly, 
depressed or disabled from feeling 
obliged to end their lives.  They 
protect those who have no voice 
against exploitation and coercion 
and those who care for them who 
might come under pressure to 
conserve scarce resources.  They 
do not need changing.”

Fear of  being a burdenFear of  being a burden
On moral matters, minor, 
restrictive changes in the law 
never stay that way.  The extreme 
liberalisation of  abortion 
practice in the fifty two years of  
the Abortion Act are a case in 
point.  What was meant to make 
abortions safe, legal and rare 
opened the floodgates to women 
calling up to get pills for unsafe 
home abortions, never being seen 
by a clinician and never even 
speaking to a doctor. Without 
even substantively changing the 
law!
Again, Dr MacDonald puts it well:
“They have seen what happens in 
the small number of  jurisdictions 
that have gone down this 
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dangerous path – places like 
Oregon and Washington where 
a majority of  those opting to 
end their lives cite fear of  being 
a burden as among their key 
reasons for euthanasia and others 
talk about financial concerns.  In 
Canada, last year a court struck 
down the requirement that a 
person be terminally ill before 
they qualify for euthanasia. In 
the Netherlands or Belgium, laws 
which were supposed to be limited 
to mentally competent terminally 
ill adults, have been extended to 
non-mentally competent adults 
and children, profoundly disabled 
people, and even those with 
treatable psychiatric problems 
such as depression and anorexia.  
In the Netherlands, people have 
undergone euthanasia due to 
being alcoholic, suffering from 
chronic depression due to sexual 
abuse, autism, and fear of  going 
into a nursing home."

Compassion and loveCompassion and love
All of  us have known someone 
in our life who has gone through 
suffering in some form or other 
and we have rightly felt great 
compassion and love towards 
them. Their situation has stirred 
us to turn to Jesus to help them in 
their sufferings.  To offer prayers, 
Masses and give practical help.  
Euthanasia can never replace 
that compassion and love.  It is a 
cruel quick fix to sufferings and 
problems.  God is the Author of  
Life.  He creates life and He takes 
it away.  It is not for us to decide 
or interfere in Gods Plan for His 
children.  We must continue to 
pray for the protection of  Gods 
children from these evil laws 
and keep euthanasia and assisted 
suicide from spreading it's path of  
destruction of  innocent life.  Jesus, 
protect our countries and Your 
children from this evil.
