I could see Jesus working
The work at the House of Prayer
hasn’t been as straightforward
as we first thought and many
problems have cropped up over
those weeks which we weren’t
expecting and has delayed the
completion of the Prayer Room.
However, I could see Jesus working
to make sure these problems were
found and rectified as the builders
progressed with the work. Some
of the joists under the floor boards
were rotting near the front bay
window and, as more floor boards
were lifted up, other problems
were discovered, like crumbling
brickwork on the dwarf walls
under the joists.

Strong and stable
Each problem that came up was
met with patience by the builders
and solutions were then worked
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on to ensure that the foundations
under the floor were strong and
stable for years to come. The
dwarf walls were made good and
rendered and joists were added.
Even a new brick pillar was
constructed under a wall that was
found to have no other support.
Damp proofing was completed
and then the floor boards went
back down after the plumber had
completed the pipework for the
new radiators.

Support to the builders
Since then, some electrical
work has been done and all the
woodwork, skirting boards, dado
rail, and door have been fixed
and sanded and new flooring has
been laid. As things were slowing
down in the Prayer Room, some
preparation has begun on the
area for the new kitchen also.
Although, the House of Prayer is
still closed to the public, we have
been kept busy here as a support
to the builders when needed and
we try to keep up with the prayers
as best we can. We will continue
to update you as work progresses.
