When you are around the age of
seven, there are few gifts more
exciting (in my opinion) than a
notebook that has never been
used. There is endless potential
for filling the notebook, and even
the thought of it, and the plans
you can make of what to put on
the pages, are enough to fill many
happy hours. This was what
happened to Colette, a friend of
mine, when we were both staying
in the same house. We created
worlds together. Colette — being
the younger by some years -would
dictate her stories to me, and I
would write them down on the
left-hand pages of her notebook.

the pair of us would draw, long
before the page of writing that
was meant to accompany each one
was finished.

‘What difference would it make
What does all this have to do with
a 40 Days for Life vigil? Well, quite
simply, it was prayer vigils like 40
Days coupled with the work of the
GoodCounselNetwork.com  that



caused these events to happen.
If history was re-written, if no-
one had ever gone and prayed
outside an abortion centre, what
difference would 1t make? Now
this is a question that is very easy
to answer:

There would have been no little
boy named Isaac on the bus that
day ten or twelve years ago; that
pair of skates Ben was wearing as
he fell over so many times would
have been empty; and the pages
in Colette’s notebook would all be
blank, untouched, devoid of the
colourful lives of the characters
she invented to fill them with, —
because none of them would have
lived to do any of those things.
All three of those friends — Isaac,
Ben, and Colette — were the
children of women who turned
around at the gates of the abortion
centre thanks to vigils just like 40
Days for Life and received help and
support from Good Counsel. They
chose life for their baby, some of
them in very difficult situations,
which took a lot of courage. They
were, however, provided with

genuine help and support (Have
a look at Good Counsel’s blue
leaflets at the vigils for just a small
example of the help we give!) that
made a reality of what had seemed
impossible — motherhood.

The best we can
Maybe you've never been to a 40
Days for Life before, maybe you're a
regular volunteer, maybe you used
to come but times have changed
and something’s holding you back
from returning. Whoever you
are, it can be very easy to wonder
why we should bother to keep on
running 40 Days for Life every
year no matter what, especially
with the news for pro-lifers so
decidedly  disheartening  right
now. Is praying on a street corner,
150 metres away from an abortion
centre any use? Of course it is! We
have to do the best we can do to
save lives, and if 150 metres away
is the closest we can get, that is
the best we can do. If Ben, Isaac,
and Colette were the only children
to be saved by all these years of
pro-life vigils in England, Wales,
and elsewhere, wouldn’t it still be
worth it? Isn’t that hour of public
prayer, as little as once a week
or as often as thrice a day, worth
it once you think about every
little moment, like the three I've
recorded here, that will make up
a tiny part of a whole life, thanks
to your witness? Isn’t every little
snapshot of life, every little scene
that make up the drama of human
life, infinitely precious? It is for
me.
That is the effect of a 40 Days
Vigil; a bus ride, two pairs of
skates, and a notebook.

No longer need God

that we don’t need to trouble Jesus
for necessary good weather to
produce enough food to feed our
big families. Convenience stores
have ended our toil and labour for
food.

Children observe and learn

[ sometimes attend weekday Mass
at a neighbouring parish in the
countryside. The primary school
is across the road from the chapel
and it seems that the school goes
to Mass each month on a Monday.
The older children do the
readings, prayers of the faithful
and carrying up of the gifts and
the younger children observe and
learn what they will be doing
when it’s their turn in a few years
time. They all sing the hymns
together and I remember one
song in particular they sang after
communion one day, it touched
my heart so much I was moved
to tears. I said to Jesus, look how
Your children praise You and I
could only imagine how His own
Sacred Heart was affected by their
love, sweetness and innocence.

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THE REDEMPTION OF THE BODY AND SACRAMENTALITY OF
MARRIAGE (THEOLOGY OF THE BODY)

The Original Unity
of Man and Woman
November 7, 1979

The words of Genesis, "It is
not good that the man should
be alone" (2:18) are a prelude
to the narrative of the creation
of woman. Together with this
narrative, the sense of original
solitude becomes part of the
meaning of original unity, the
key point of which seems to be
precisely the words of Genesis
2:24. Christ referred to them in his
talk with the Pharisees: "A man
shall leave his father and mother
and be joined to his wife, and the
two shall become one flesh" (Mt
19:5). If Christ quoted these words
referring to the "beginning," it
is opportune for us to clarify the
meaning of that original unity,
which has its roots in the fact of
the creation of man as male and
temale.

The narrative of the first chapter
of Genesis does not know the
problem of  man's original
solitude. Man is "male and female"
right from the beginning. On the
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contrary, the Yahwist text of the
second chapter authorizes us, in
a way, to think first only of the
man since, by means of the body,
he belongs to the visible world
but goes beyond it. Then, it makes
us think of the same man, but
through the dualism of sex.
Corporality and sexuality are
not completely identified. In its
normal constitution, the human
body bears within it the signs
of sex and is male or female by
its nature. However, the fact that
man is a "body" belongs to the
structure of the personal subject
more deeply than the fact that in
his somatic constitution he is also
male or female. Therefore, the
meaning of "original solitude,"
which can be referred simply to
"man," is substantially prior to the
meaning of original unity. The
latter is based on masculinity and
femininity, as if on two different
"Incarnations," that is, on two
ways of "being a body" of the
same human being created "in the
image of God" (Gn 1:27).
Following the Yahwist text, in
which the creation of woman was



described separately (Gn 2:21-22),
we must have before our eyes, at
the same time, that "image of
God" of the first narrative of
creation. In language and in style,
the second narrative keeps all the
characteristics of the Yahwist
text. The way of narrating agrees
with the way of thinking and
expressing oneself of the period
to which the text belongs.
Following  the contemporary
philosophy of religion and that of
language, it can be said that the
language in question is a mythical
one. In this case, the term "myth"
does not designate a fabulous
content, but merely an archaic way
of expressing a deeper content.
Without any difficulty we discover
that content, under the layer of
the ancient narrative. It is really
marvellous as regards the qualities
and the condensation of the truths
contained in it.

Let us add that up to a certain
point, the second narrative of the
creation of man keeps the form
of a dialogue between man and
God-Creator. That is manifested
above all in that stage in which
man (‘adam) is definitively created
as male and female ("zs-"issah).
The creation takes place almost
simultaneously in two dimensions:
the action of God-Yahweh who

creates occurs In correlation
with the process of human
consciousness.

So, God-Yahweh says: "It is not
good that the man should be alone;
I will make him a helper fit for
him" (Gn 2:18). At the same time
the man confirms his own solitude
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(¢f Gn 2:20). Next we read: "So
the Lord God caused a deep sleep
to fall upon the man, and while
he slept took one of his ribs and
closed up its place with flesh.
The rib which the Lord God had
taken from the man he made into a
woman" (Gn 2:21-22). Considering
the specific language, first it must
be recognized that in the Genesis
account, that sleep in which the
man is immersed - thanks to God-
Yahweh - in preparation for the
new creative act, gives us food for

thought.
Against the background of
contemporary mentality,

accustomed - through analysis of
the subconscious - to connecting
sexual contents with the world of
dreams, that sleep may bring forth
a particular association. However,
the Bible narrative seems to
go beyond the dimension of
man's subconscious. If we admit,
moreover, a significant difference
of vocabulary, we can conclude
that the man ("adam) falls into that
"sleep" in order to wake up "male"
and "female." In Genesis 2:23, we
come across the distinction 'is-
'issah for the first time. Perhaps,
therefore, the analogy of sleep
indicates here not so much a

passing  from  consciousness
to  subconsciousness, as a
specific return to non-being

(sleep contains an element of
annihilation of man's conscious
existence). That is, it indicates a
return to the moment preceding
the creation, that through God's
creative initiative, solitary "man"
may emerge from it again in his



double unity as male and female.
In any case, in the light of the
context of Genesis 2:18-20, there
1s no doubt that man falls into
that "sleep" with the desire of
finding a being like himself. If, by
analogy with sleep, we can speak
here also of a dream, we must say
that the biblical archetype allows
us to admit as the content of that
dream a "second self." It is also
personal and equally referred to
the situation of original solitude,
that is, to the whole process of the
stabilization of human identity in
relation to living beings (animalia)
as a whole, since it is the process
of man's "differentiation" from
this environment. In this way, the
circle of the solitude of the man-
person is broken, because the first
"man" awakens from his sleep as
"male and female."

The woman is made "with the
rib" that God-Yahweh had taken
from the man. Considering
the archaic, metaphorical and
figurative way of expressing the
thought, we can establish that it
is a question here of homogeneity
of the whole being of both. This
homogeneity concerns above all
the body, the somatic structure. It
is also confirmed by the man's first
words to the woman who has been
created: ""This at last is bone of my
bones and flesh of my flesh" (Gn
2:23). Yet the words quoted refer
also to the humanity of the male.
They must be read in the context
of the affirmations made before
the creation of the woman, In
which, although the "incarnation"
of the man does not yet exist, she

is defined as "a helper fit for him"
(¢f Gn 2:18 and 2:20). In this way,
therefore, the woman is created, in
a sense, on the basis of the same
humanity.

Somatic homogeneity, in spite of
the differencein constitution bound
up with the sexual difference, is so
evident that the man, on waking up
from the genetic sleep, expresses
it at once, when he says: "This at
last is bone of my bones and flesh
of my flesh - she shall be called
woman, because she was taken out
of man" (Gn 2:23). In this way the
man manifests for the first time
joy and even exaltation, for which
he had no reason before, owing to
the lack of" a being like himself. Joy
in the other human being, in the
second "self," dominates the words
spoken by the man on seeing the
woman. All this helps to establish
the full meaning of original unity.
The words here are few, but each
one is of great weight. We must
take into account - and we will do
so also later - the fact that the first
woman, "made with the rib...taken
from the man," is at once accepted
as a fit helper for him.

We shall return to this same
subject, that is, the meaning of
the original unity of man and of
woman in humanity, in the next
meditation.

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DECRIMINALISE ABORTION UP TO BIRTH

A long, dark shadow

On 18 March it was a very dark
day for Britain! I was very shocked
and saddened by the news from the
House of Lords. My first thought
was 'come, Lord Jesus, come!'
Citizen Go reported:
By midnight on 18 March, Peers
voted for unprecedented changes
that devalue life at its most
vulnerable. They voted to:
* Decriminalise abortion up to
birth for mothers (185 to 148)
Reject the requirement for in-
person consultations (191 to 119),
including for girls under eighteen
(163 to 68)
Pardon women who have illegally
obtained late-term abortions and
expunge their criminal records
(180 to 58)
* Continue to allow people to
obtain abortion pills anonymously
or using a false identity (166 to 70)
This seismic change in law casts
a long, dark shadow over our
generation. YET it is not over as
this Bill returns to the House of
Commons.

Increase late-term abortions
Right to Life also reported:
If this Bill becomes law, it will
now likely lead to a significant
increase in the number of women
performing late-term abortions at
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home, endangering the lives of
many more women.

Polling shows that 89% of the
general population and 91% of
women agree that gender-selective
abortion should be explicitly
banned by the law — and only 1%
of women support introducing
abortion up to birth.

Another poll shows that more than
half of the general public agrees
that it should remain the case that
a woman is breaking the law if she
has an abortion of a healthy baby
after the current 24-week legal
time limit up until birth. Only 16%
disagree.

Self-administer the abortion
Speaking during the debate on
Wednesday evening, Baroness
Monckton said clause 208 “would
allow mothers to self-administer
the abortion of their unborn child
for any reason, at any stage of
pregnancy, right up to full term”.
She argued that these proposals
would have dangerous
repercussions for the mental and
physical health of women, and
tatal consequences for innocent
unborn children.
