Beginning with a Prayer 
Meeting on Friday night
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This intense suffering of  hersThis intense suffering of  hers
Mother Teresa was an ethnic 
Albanian nun born in modern 
day Macedonia. She is famous 
for her work with the poor in 
Calcutta, India and founding a 
religious order - The Missionaries 
of  Charity. They take a 4th vow 
to serve the “poorest of  the 
poor”, and are spread throughout 
the world running orphanages, 
homeless shelters, women’s 
refuges or going into the streets 
to feed the homeless. 
What is lesser known about St 
Mother Teresa, is the intense inner 
suffering she struggled with for 
many years. She experienced the 
Dark Night of  the Soul, where she 
did not feel any consolation or love 
of  God within her, she often felt 
the absence of  God. This intense 
suffering of  hers was essential 
to her own mysticism of  serving 
Jesus in the poor, and manifesting 
the love of  God to others - even 
when she herself  could not feel it. 

See Jesus in every personSee Jesus in every person
As a nun and a saint, her strength 
always came from prayer and 
the Eucharist. All her nuns have 
adoration twice a day, so that all 
their missionary charitable work 
flows from Jesus and back to Jesus. 
By spending time in Adoration 
in front of  Jesus in the Blessed 
Sacrament this teaches them the 
eyes of  faith, so that they can also 
learn to see Jesus in every person 
they serve. This contemplative 
understanding of  serving and 
loving Jesus in others, was a 
unique aspect of  Mother Teresa’s 
spirituality. 

This intense love of  JesusThis intense love of  Jesus
The Incarnational dimension 
of  Mother Teresa’s spirituality, 
serving Jesus in the poorest of  the 
poor, is founded upon the Presence 
of  Jesus in the Eucharist. God 
became man out of  love for us, 
died on the cross for love of  us - 
and remains in the Eucharist for 
love of  us. This love of  Jesus for 
us is not static or in the past, it is 
alive and dynamic. The love we 
receive from Jesus himself  in the 
Eucharist is the same love we need 
to reflect and radiate to all around 
us, sharing with them the love that 
Jesus has for them. 
This intense love of  Jesus is 
emphasised in the chapels of  the 

Mother TeresaMother Teresa  
and the mysticism of sufferingand the mysticism of suffering
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Order, where they have the words 
written on the wall “I thirst” next 
to the crucifix. Mother Teresa 
taught that Jesus’ thirst on the 
cross was not for water, but for 
souls. He was thirsting for you 
and me, to love him as he loves 
us, and to help satiate his thirst by 
bringing others to him in love. 

She felt emptyShe felt empty
Many of  us would think that 
someone who so often preached the 
value of  a smile, who spent years 
working with the poor, loving 
Jesus in the Blessed Sacrament 
and a woman of  intense prayer 
would have been bursting with 
the love of  God inside her. Yet she 
only experienced darkness within 
herself. She felt empty and like she 
was in hell, with no love. 

She chose to smile to othersShe chose to smile to others
Yet even with this suffering, she 
chose to remain faithful to the 
calling she felt God had given 
her. She still chose to get up and 
pray everyday, she chose to love 
God even when she felt she had no 
love, she chose to smile to others 
and help them feel loved - even 
when she didn’t feel she was. This 
intense suffering and desolation 
was part of  her mysticism of  
suffering. She said that suffering 
itself  was Jesus coming so close to 
you as to kiss you! 
So many of  us confuse love with a 
feeling or emotion. But in Catholic 
theology, love is an action of  the 
will - we choose to will the good 
of  another, this is what it means 
to love.
When someone is mean or rude to 
you, but you still treat them kindly 

- this is charity. 
When someone doesn’t deserve 
your forgiveness, but you still 
choose to forgive them anyway - 
this is charity. 
When someone lies about you 
or persecuted you, but you still 
don’t retaliate and even try to help 
them when they need help - this is 
charity. 
When you feel dead on the inside 
and exist on darkness, but smile 
to all you meet and make them 
feel that they are precious - this is 
charity. 

AgapeAgape
Charity is love, but not romantic 
or erotic love. It is self  sacrificing 
love, agape. As Mother Teresa 
used to say, love until it hurts - 
then love some more. For love 
to be real, it must hurt, it has to 
be sacrificial and therefore it is 
heroic. Charity makes us share in 
the love of  Christ himself  on the 
cross for us and in the Eucharist 
for us, so that we can learn how to 
love more tenderly. 
Even when we don’t feel like itEven when we don’t feel like it

Only someone who truly loved 
Jesus could have done the things 
that Mother Teresa did for so many 
years. This was her mysticism of  
suffering - she was united to God 
precisely through the absence of  
feeling his love. But she still willed 
to love God anyway, she chose it. 
This is something I have found 
to be true on my own life - love 
is a choice. We have to choose to 
follow God and be kind to others 
even when we don’t feel like it. We 
have to choose to remain faithful 
to the Gospel even when it hurts 
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or we feel overcome by our own 
weakness and inadequateness. We 
have to choose to shine the light 
of  Christ to others, even when we 
ourselves feel we are in darkness. 
We have to choose to pray, even 
when we feel it is empty or a waste 
of  time. 

Love is a choice, let us never forget 
this. Choose love today. Choose 
Jesus, because he has chosen you 
so that he can love others through 
you.

I was listening to a Youtube video 
“The Truth About Brain Death 
and Organ Donation, with Paul 
Byrne MD 9-25-17” and I loved 
his thoughts on the Immaculate 
Conception and Assumption of  
the Blessed Virgin Mary and I 
would like to share them with you.

18. The Gospels do not claim to 
be a complete biography of  Jesus 
in accordance with the canons of  
modern historical science. From 
them, nevertheless, the face of  
the Nazarene emerges with a 
solid historical foundation. The 
Evangelists took pains to represent 
him on the basis of  trustworthy 
testimonies which they gathered 
(cf. Lk 1:3) and working with 

documents which were subjected 
to careful ecclesial scrutiny. It was 
on the basis of  such first-hand 
testimony that, enlightened by the 
Holy Spirit's action, they learnt 
the humanly perplexing fact of  
Jesus' virginal birth from Mary, 
wife of  Joseph. From those who 
had known him during the almost 
thirty years spent in Nazareth 
(cf. Lk 3:23) they collected facts 
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about the life of  "the carpenter's 
son" (Mt 13:55) who was himself  
a "carpenter" and whose place 
within the context of  his larger 
family was well established (cf. Mk 
6:3). They recorded his religious 
fervour, which prompted him to 
make annual pilgrimages to the 
Temple in Jerusalem with his 
family (cf. Lk 2:41), and made him 
a regular visitor to the synagogue 
of  his own town (cf. Lk 4:16).
Without being complete and 
detailed, the reports of  his public 
ministry become much fuller, 
starting at the moment of  the 
young Galilean's baptism by 
John the Baptist in the Jordan. 
Strengthened by the witness from 
on high and aware of  being the 
"beloved son" (Lk 3:22), he begins 
his preaching of  the coming of  the 
Kingdom of  God, and explains its 
demands and its power by words 
and signs of  grace and mercy. The 
Gospels present him to us as one 
who travels through towns and 
villages, accompanied by twelve 
Apostles whom he has chosen 
(cf. Mk 3:13-19), by a group of  
women who assist them (cf. Lk 
8:2-3), by crowds that seek him 
out and follow him, by the sick 
who cry out for his healing power, 
by people who listen to him with 
varying degrees of  acceptance of  
his words.
The Gospel narrative then 
converges on the growing tension 
which develops between Jesus 
and the dominant groups in the 
religious society of  his time, until 
the final crisis with its dramatic 
climax on Golgotha. This is 

the hour of  darkness, which is 
followed by a new, radiant and 
definitive dawn. The Gospel 
accounts conclude, in fact, by 
showing the Nazarene victorious 
over death. They point to the 
empty tomb and follow him in 
the cycle of  apparitions in which 
the disciples — at first perplexed 
and bewildered, then filled with 
unspeakable joy — experience 
his living and glorious presence. 
From him they receive the gift 
of  the Spirit (cf. Jn 20:22) and the 
command to proclaim the Gospel 
to "all nations" (Mt 28:19).

The life of  faithThe life of  faith
19. "The disciples were glad 
when they saw the Lord" (Jn 
20:20). The face which the 
Apostles contemplated after the 
Resurrection was the same face 
of  the Jesus with whom they had 
lived for almost three years, and 
who now convinced them of  the 
astonishing truth of  his new life by 
showing them "his hands and his 
side" (ibid.). Of  course it was not 
easy to believe. The disciples on 
their way to Emmaus believed only 
after a long spiritual journey (cf. Lk 
24:13-35). The Apostle Thomas 
believed only after verifying for 
himself  the marvellous event (cf. 
Jn 20:24-29). In fact, regardless 
of  how much his body was seen 
or touched, only faith could fully 
enter the mystery of  that face. 
This was an experience which the 
disciples must have already had 
during the historical life of  Christ, 
in the questions which came to 
their minds whenever they felt 
challenged by his actions and his 
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words. One can never really reach 
Jesus except by the path of  faith, on 
a journey of  which the stages seem 
to be indicated to us by the Gospel 
itself  in the well known scene at 
Caesarea Philippi (cf. Mt 16:13-
20). Engaging in a kind of  first 
evaluation of  his mission, Jesus 
asks his disciples what "people" 
think of  him, and they answer him: 
"Some say John the Baptist, others 
say Elijah, and others Jeremiah or 
one of  the prophets" (Mt 16:14). 
A lofty response to be sure, but 
still a long way — by far — from 
the truth. The crowds are able 
to sense a definitely exceptional 
religious dimension to this rabbi 

who speaks in such a spellbinding 
way, but they are not able to put 
him above those men of  God who 
had distinguished the history of  
Israel. Jesus is really far different! 
It is precisely this further step of  
awareness, concerning as it does 
the deeper level of  his being, 
which he expects from those who 
are close to him: "But who do you 
say that I am?" (Mt 16:15). Only 
the faith proclaimed by Peter, and 
with him by the Church in every 
age, truly goes to the heart, and 
touches the depth of  the mystery: 
"You are the Christ, the Son of  the 
living God" (Mt 16:16).

An Israeli boy featured in a video 
used to push COVID vaccines on 
children in a nationwide campaign 
died tragically from a sudden heart 
attack in late September. The boy 
was only 8 years old.
According to reports, Yonatan 
Moshe Erlichman, grandson of  
a distinguished physician in Beit 
El, Dr. Mati Erlichman, “died 
unexpectedly of  cardiac arrest 
while taking a bath.”
The 8-year-old boy is said to have 
“slipped under the water after his 
heart suddenly stopped beating, 
causing him to drown.” After being 
rushed to Hadassah Hospital on 
Mount Scopus, Yonatan died a few 
days later on September 28.

A poster childA poster child
In 2020, at the age of  5, the child 
had appeared in a video produced 

by the regional council of  Mateh 
Binyamin. The video was part 
of  a government program aimed 
at pushing COVID vaccines 
on children, despite the nearly 
universal immunity of  children to 
COVID-19.
The video made Yonatan a “poster 
child” for the vaccine campaign 
in Israel, which became one of  
the most draconian nations in 
the world for vaccine measures. 
The video aired just before the 
nationwide vaccine campaign 
began.
After the boy’s tragic death, the 
Erlichman family issued the 
following statement:
Our Yonatan Moshe passed away 
recently. On the eve of  Yom 
Kippur, Yonatan suffered a cardiac 
arrest in our home, and since then 
we have fought by his side after he 
collapsed. With love we thank all 
those who are dear to us and who 
were by our side in the last days 
of  his life.
Lamenting the tragedy, one Israeli 
commentator on social media 
asked indignantly, “Where are the 
headlines? The investigations? 
How many more children will 
die on the golden altar? In 
particular, there are already two 
controlled studies indicating 
that mRNA vaccines cause heart 
problems …Remember that at any 
given moment this can happen 
to your beloved children and 
grandchildren.”

An Argentine boyAn Argentine boy
Last year, an Argentine boy who 
had similarly served as a national 
poster child in an ad pushing 
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Covid vaccination for children 
died suddenly at age 4. According 
to reports, Santino Godoy Blanco 
was rushed to the hospital because 
of  a fever and vomiting and died 
of  “bilateral pneumonia.”
“Before passing his mom says he 
took off  his mask and gave her 
little kisses because he couldn’t 
talk anymore,” one post on X 
stated.
The tragedy of  the boy’s death is 
underscored by the fact that the 
Argentine government uses his 
photo on their website to still push 
the vaccination of  children. The 
boy is pictured holding up his fist, 
with a slogan stating, “Vaccines 
protect us.”

1,000 or more excess deaths1,000 or more excess deaths
Dr. Robert Malone, inventor of  
the mRNA technology employed 
by the Pfizer and Moderna 
vaccines, has said that inoculating 
28 million children 5 to 11 years 
old could lead to “1,000 or more 
excess deaths” while the risk from 

COVID-19 for healthy children 
is “about zero” and appears to be 
lower than the seasonal flu.
Dr. Peter McCullough, MD, 
professor of  medicine at Texas 
A&M University Health 
Sciences Center, called for an 
“unbreakable resistance” against 
children receiving the jab. In 
a 2021 lecture, McCullough 
cited numerous studies while 
arguing that “the chance of  
myocarditis, and hospitalization 
with myocarditis, for one of  these 
children who is going to be forced 
into vaccination … is greater than 
being hospitalized for COVID-19.”
In an October 2021 article for 
the Brownstone Institute, Dr. 
Paul Elias Alexander, who served 
in the Department of  Health 
and Human Services during the 
COVID-19 pandemic under the 
Trump administration, called the 
push to vaccinate young children 
“dangerous” and “absolutely 
reckless.”
“The risk-benefit discussion for 
children with these Covid-19 
injections is a very different one 
than that for adults,” Dr. Alexander 
said. “The fact is that this is a 
completely novel and experimental 
injection therapy with no medium 
or long-term safety data (or even 
definitive effectiveness data). If  we 
move forward with the vaccination 
of  our children without the proper 
safety testing, then we will present 
them with potentially catastrophic 
risk, including deaths in some.”

I was praying the Rosary the other 
day and on the third Sorrowful 
Mystery, 'The Crowning with 
Thorns' I read the following 
meditation:
'...when the soldiers, binding about 
His Head a crown of  sharp thorns, 
showered blows upon it, driving 
the thorns deeply into His Head; 
then in mock adoration, knelt 
before Him, crying "Hail, King of  
the Jews!"'
As I thought about this,  the words, 
'in mock adoration!' Kept coming 
into my mind. 
I started thinking of  how Jesus 
was being mocked. Not just then 
but now also. I asked myself  if  my 
love and worship of  Jesus was real 
or just a pretence?

Do we see JesusDo we see Jesus
We may pray, go to Mass and 
Confession but how true is our 
worship of  God? Do we (as it says 
in Scripture) worship Him with 
our lips when our hearts are far 
from Him?
Am I in mock adoration when I 
go to Confession and Mass but 
continue to commit the same sins 
when I go back into the world 
without making an effort to amend 
my life? 

Do I look after myself  but ignore 
those in need. Do we see Jesus in 
the homeless, the poor, the drug 
addict, those with mental health 
problems or do we look the other 
way? 
Am I seen as a prayerful person at 
Mass and at prayer meetings but at 
home can be completely different, 
i.e judgemental, angry, resentful 
etc, etc.  Do I show Jesus' Light in 
my life or is it a pretence?

There are many questions we 
could ask ourselves to find out if  
our worship or adoration is true 
or if  we are making a mockery of  
Jesus. 
Jesus also gave us a meditation on 
the third sorrowful mystery of  
the Rosary:

This Advent we could work 
hard on ourselves to make our 
adoration of  Jesus real. We could 
offer our efforts as a gift to Jesus 
for His Birthday!
In last month's Newsletter an 
important message was included 
from 8 October 1999. Jesus asked 
us to receive Him in a state of  
Grace - and offering all days in 
between - on the consecutive 
Sundays in December for the 
Salvation of  the world. 

Examine ourselvesExamine ourselves
We could examine ourselves 
by reflecting on the seven 
deadly sins (pride, lust, anger, 
covetousness, envy, sloth and 
gluttony. We could work on these 
sins by practicing the opposing 
virtues; humility, chastity, charity, 
generosity, kindness, diligence and 
temperance. Or we could reflect 
on the Ten Commandments and 
apply them to our lives. Jesus said 

the Greatest Commandments 
were love of  God and Love of  
our neighbour. We could also 
read Scripture and find out what 
True Love is. For example in Saint 
Paul's letter to the Corinthians he 
tells us: 
Love is patient, love is kind. It 
does not envy, it does not boast, it 
is not proud. It does not dishonour 
others, it is not self-seeking, it is 
not easily angered, it keeps no 
record of  wrongs. Love does not 
delight in evil but rejoices with the 
truth. It always protects, always 
trusts, always hopes, always 
perseveres.
Love never fails.
(St Paul's letter to the Corinthians 
13; 4-8)
Whatever way we choose, let 
us bring our gifts of  effort, 
self  denial, sacrifice and love to 
worship in Truth our Saviour, this 
Christmas.
