15. These are only some of the
elements of the Jubilee celebration.
It has left us with many memories.
But if we ask what is the core
of the great legacy it leaves us, |
would not hesitate to describe it
as the contemplation of the face
of Christ: Christ considered in
his historical features and in his
mystery, Christ known through his
manifold presence in the Church
and in the world, and confessed
as the meaning of history and the
light of life's journey.

Now we must look ahead, we must
"put out into the deep", trusting in
Christ's words: Duc in altum!What
we have done this year cannot
Justify a sense of complacency, and
still less should it lead us to relax
our commitment. On the contrary,
the experiences we have had
should inspire in us new energy,
and impel us to invest in concrete
initiatives the enthusiasm which
we have felt. Jesus himself warns
us: "No one who puts his hand to
the plough and looks back is fit for
the kingdom of God" (Lk 9:62). In
the cause of the Kingdom there is
no time for looking back, even less
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for settling into laziness. Much
awaits us, and for this reason we
must set about drawing up an
effective  post-Jubilee  pastoral
plan.

It is important however that what
we propose, with the help of God,
should be profoundly rooted in
contemplation and prayer. Ours
is a time of continual movement
which often leads to restlessness,
with the risk of "doing for the
sake of doing". We must resist this
temptation by trying "to be" before
trying "to do". In this regard we
should recall how Jesus reproved
Martha: "You are anxious and
troubled about many things; one
thing is needful" (Lk 10:41-22).
In this spirit, before setting out
a number of practical guidelines
for your consideration, I wish to
share with you some points of
meditation on the mystery of
Christ, the absolute foundation of
all our pastoral activity.

A FACE TO CONTEMPLATE
16. "We wish to see Jesus" (Jn
12:21). This request, addressed to
the Apostle Philip by some Greeks
who had made a pilgrimage



to Jerusalem for the Passover,
echoes spiritually in our ears too
during this Jubilee Year. Like
those pilgrims of two thousand
years ago, the men and women
of our own day — often perhaps
unconsciously — ask believers
not only to "speak" of Christ,
but in a certain sense to "show"
him to them. And is it not the
Church's task to reflect the light
of Christ in every historical
period, to make his face shine also
before the generations of the new
millennium?

Our witness, however, would
be hopelessly inadequate if
we ourselves had not first

contemplated his face. The Great
Jubilee has certainly helped us to
do this more deeply. At the end of
the Jubilee, as we go back to our
ordinary routine, storing in our
hearts the treasures of this very
special time, our gaze is more than
ever firmly set on the face of the
Lord.
The witness of the Gospels

17. The contemplation of Christ's
face cannot fail to be inspired by

all that we are told about him in
Sacred Scripture, which from
beginning to end is permeated by
his mystery, prefigured in a veiled
way In the Old Testament and
revealed fully in the New, so that
Saint Jerome can vigorously affirm:
"Ignorance of the Scriptures is
ignorance of Christ". Remaining
firmly anchored in Scripture, we
open ourselves to the action of the
Spirit (¢f. Jn 15:26) from whom the
sacred texts derive their origin,
as well as to the witness of the
Apostles (¢f Jn 15:27), who had a
first-hand experience of Christ,
the Word of life: they saw him
with their eyes, heard him with
their ears, touched him with their
hands (¢f. 1 Jn 1:1).

What we receive from them is a
vision of faith based on precise
historical ~ testimony: a true
testimony which the Gospels,
despite their complex redaction
and primarily catechetical purpose,
pass on to us in an entirely
trustworthy way.

The desert shimmered in the
heat and the untrained eye would
have been forgiven for thinking it
was steam raising from the sand.
Apart from the mountains that
framed the area, the only high
ground was a few dunes here and
there that were forever changing
their position, building here then
pulling themselves down only
to reappear somewhere else. In
this Wilderness of Zin nothing
moved or wanted to move in the
intense heat. A very few animals
moved about on their daily forages
for what little food there was. A
snake might find a hapless mouse
to fill its belly for a day or two;
a desert rat might find a tasty
morsel in a beetle but little was to
be had on this day. An enigmatic
stillness hung like a portrait and
nothing moved save the iridescent
heat. The sand itself rippled now
and again as a rare breeze tripped
lightly over it.

It began as little holes, appearing
suddenly in the sand. The holes
were no bigger than that a twig
might make if pushed into it
and pulled out again. First there
were a few little cave ins, here and
there; then a few more and then it
grew into hundreds and then into
thousands. The desert seemed to
break into holes as it someone had
given a signal for it to begin and
the floor of the desert became like
a sponge.

The first locust crawled out; it
was hungry. A second, then a
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third, then a forth, all crawling,
walking seemingly synchronised
and programmed to go the same
direction. Within minutes an army
of the creatures were blackening
the sand with their presence and
they were all hungry, ravenous
and the silence evaporated into
the noise. A few stopped here and
there to try the odd opportunist
grasses that clung to the sand
trying to colonise it. The grasses
disappeared as though they had
never existed. They crawled,
walked and hopped in a westerly
direction as though some instinct
were driving them, their bony
bodies well equipped for the task.
They were heading towards the
Nile Delta.

It was the month of Kislev and all
in the Nile Delta were preparing
for a bumper harvest. It had been
a good year. The inundation had
begun in Nisan and the waters had
flooded high. The triangle or D
that gave this region its name was
deep in water from Nisan to Sivan.
In Tammuz, the water rose again.
Tishri, Heshvan and Kislev saw
the fields drying and the earth was
soft and fertilized. The inhabitants
of the Delta would live another
year. The Egyptian god Hapi was
pleased with the people and had
given them his blessing with the
high water.

The people of the Nile depended
on Hapi's beneficence for their
very lives and much worship
was given to this god. Only a
tew years before he had refused
to yield the waters to cover the



plains or banks of the Nile and
tamine had hit hard. From its two
sources in Ethiopia and the great
Lake Victoria, the Nile Delta was
inundated with water each year.
The waters begin to rise about the
month of Adar. Nisan sees the
rapid rise of the waters that burst
the banks to provide the land with
a new layer of topsoil, as well as
nutrients, that it has carried with
it on its long journey of some
three thousand five hundred miles.
Without the annual floods, Egypt
would not exist for the desert
on both sides of the Nile would
rapidly overtake this fertile region
and it was always lapping against
it like the waters of a lake.

The Delta with its floods produced
the papyrus that is so essential to
the life of the Nile peoples. From
it is made the mats for the floors of
the houses, baskets, sails for their
boats in order to fish the river, and
the paper that they wrote their
hieroglyphics upon.  Hapi was
good to them.

The millet was turning golden
in Ra’s light, shone from the sky
as his fiery chariot passed across
the vault each day. There were
no clouds to block it on this day.
People greeted one another as
they worked in the fields or passed
along the sandy roads. Cheeriness
hung in readiness for the rich
months that lay ahead. They were
a glad people.

Mary was in her plot of land
weeding and breaking up the soil
around the base of the plants.
They were ripening well and she
was pleased that their efforts were

materialising in these plants that
would keep them alive for another
year. She marvelled at the growth
and praised God. Jesus was with
Joseph in the workshop, while she
tended to the plot. He enjoyed the
child who was in the process of
cutting teeth. She wiped the sweat
from her brow and straightened
her back. It was good to work;
it was good to be alive to see this
growth that was so abundant. As
she stood looking out over the
plain, she could make out in the
distance Absalom’s crops, as green
and lush as her own.

As she stood resting and admiring
the growth around her with her
hand shading her eyes, she realized
that the sun had gone behind a
cloud. She looked up and saw the
cloud moving rapidly across the
sky. ‘Itis moving very quickly’, she
thought, ‘is it going to rain?” As
she watched 1t, the full realisation
of what it was gripped her mind.
“Locusts!” she said aloud. Then
she shouted it. “Locusts! Joseph,
a swarm of locusts, there are
millions of them.

Helping the Holy Souls in Purgatery

Heartbroken
When [ was 16 years old, my uncle
died in a terrible tragic accident.
He was my Dad’s best friend, only
ten months age difference between
them and, naturally, my Dad was
heartbroken to lose his brother so
suddenly and in such an awful way.
Pray for him
A couple of days later, I was
walking past his bedroom and I
saw my Dad sitting on his bed. His
eyes were red and watery like he
had been crying. I stopped to ask
him if’ he was ok. He looked up at
me and told me with a trembling
voice that he had seen his brother
and that it wasn’t a dream. He said
my uncle had spoken to him saying
that their Mum and Dad were ok
but to pray for him. I knew that
Dad was telling the truth and it is
something that has always stayed
with me from that day. Even
when [ became a lapsed Catholic
for a while, I always believed in the
existence of God and that there
was an afterlife.
An extraordinary gift

I believe my Dad was given an
extraordinary gift that day that
helped him in his grief and would
help him to help his brother with

prayers but also eventually was a
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tactor that helped me to come back
to my faith more than a decade
later.
One of three places

The Catholic Church teaches that
after we die, our souls go to only
one of three places; Heaven, Hell
or Purgatory. Purgatory exists as
a place of purification where souls
go to be purified of any taint of sin
as no sin can enter Heaven. Souls
can be there for short periods of
time or for many, many years,
especially if' they have nobody to
pray for them.

Can help shorten their stay
Souls in Purgatory cannot pray
for themselves in order to shorten
their time in Purgatory or alleviate
their sufferings but they can
pray for us. We, who are still on
earth, can help shorten their stay
in Purgatory and alleviate their
suffering it we offer prayers for
their souls.

A vision of Purgatory
Saint Maria Faustyna Kowalska,
in a vision which she recorded
in her diary, tells the story of a
vision of Purgatory that she had:
“I saw my guardian angel, who
ordered me to follow him. In a
moment I was in a misty place
full of fire in which there was a



great crowd of suffering souls.
They were praying fervently,
but to no avail, for themselves;
only we can come to their aid.
The flames, which were burning
them, did not touch me at all. My
guardian angel did not leave me
for an instant. I asked these souls
what their greatest suffering was.
They answered me in one voice
that their greatest torment was
longing for God.

“I saw Our Lady visiting the souls
in purgatory. The souls call her
‘The Star of the Sea.” She brings
them refreshment. I wanted to
talk with them some more, but my
guardian angel beckoned me to
leave. We went out of that prison
of suftering. [I heard an interior
voice, which said] ‘My mercy does
not want this, but justice demands
it. Since that time I am in closer
communion with the suffering
souls.” (Diary of St. Faustina 20)

‘We must empty Purgatory

In the last few years, I have felt a
greater desire to pray for the souls
in Purgatory. I have had quite a
tew friends and family who have
sadly died over these last few years
and my efforts have increased as I
try to remember them all at Mass
and in daily prayers. I hate the
thought that they may be suffering
in Purgatory and that I was
negligent in not aiding them by
my prayers to get them to Heaven
as soon as possible.

Padre Pio said: “We must empty
Purgatory with our prayers.” And:
“The souls in Purgatory pray
for us and their prayers are even
more effective than ours because
they are accompanied by their
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suffering. So let’s pray for them
and let’s pray for them to pray for
us.
The most powerful prayer

The highest form of prayer we can
offer for our departed loved ones
is, of course, the Holy Sacrifice
of the Mass. Requests from souls
in Purgatory have affirmed that
the Mass is the most powerful
prayer that can be oftered on their
behalt.  There are more souls
released from Purgatory during
the Consecration of the Mass than

at any time.
We can offer up our Holy
Communion for the Souls in

Purgatory. You just need to ask the
Lord that the Graces you would
have received at that particular
Holy Communion be applied to
the Poor Souls.
Sacrifices, alms, mortifications
After the Mass, there are many
other beautiful and powerful
prayers we can recite for our loved
ones in Purgatory.
When someone dies, we should not
assume that they are in Heaven,
even if they were “a very good
person.” We should commence
praying for them immediately.
Pray the Rosary, especially. We
are told that invoking Our Lady’s
intercession under Her title of
“The Immaculate Conception” can
lead to a particular outpouring of
Grace for the Poor Souls.
We can also offer sacrifices, alms,
and mortifications. Even the
smallest hidden sacrifice benefits
them immediately, according to the
testimony of a soul in Purgatory.
Get into the habit of praying
Offer your ordinary daily work



tor the poor souls. Unite your
activities with the Sacred Heart of
Jesus, which has been taught to be
meritorious for the holy souls.
Get into the habit of praying the
“Eternal Rest” prayer whenever
you remember, like when you pass
a cemetery, after your meals, or
before you go to bed: “Eternal rest
grant unto them, O Lord. And may
perpetual light shine upon them.
May they rest in peace. Amen.”
Saint John Macias used to sprinkle
Holy Water on the Ground for the
souls in Purgatory. You can say
the following prayer: “By this holy
water and by Thy Precious Blood,
wash away all my sin, O Lord, and
relieve the souls in Purgatory,” and
then make the Sign of the Cross.

Saint Gertrude
Also the Saint Gertrude prayer is
said to release many souls from
Purgatory every time it is said:
“Eternal Father, I offer you the
Most Precious Blood of Your
Divine Son, Jesus, in union with
all the Masses said throughout
the world today, for all the holy
souls in Purgatory, for sinners
everywhere, for sinners in the
Universal Church, those in my
own home and within my own
family. Amen.”

Never wasted
If you are praying for a particular
Holy Soul that has been released
and is now rejoicing in Heaven,
your offering will be given to
another Holy Soul in desperate
need of prayer. So your prayers
are never wasted.

Works of Mercy

Saint Francis De Sales said “To
assist the souls in Purgatory, is to
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perform the most excellent of the
works ot" Mercy.”
Saint Alphonsus Ligouri and Saint
Teresaof Avilasaid that Christmas
is the day of the year when most
souls are delivered; then feast days
of Our Lord, Our Lady and great
Saints. Souls receive much Grace
from prayers offered for them on
their birthdays, day of baptism
and anniversary of death.
Devote some time every day
The Holy Souls are filled with
an immense desire to repay their
friends on earth for the prayers
and Masses offered up for them by
their friends. They never cease to
pray for those who helped them.
The Catholic Church ofters us the
month of November, which begins
with All Saints Day and All Souls
Day, as the month of the Holy
Souls in Purgatory. We should
pray for the dead throughout the
year, but in the month ot the Holy
Souls, we should devote some time
every day to pray for the dead.
